RULES OF MEMBERSHIP
1.
INTERPRETATION

1.1
In these Rules of Membership, unless the context otherwise requires, the following words and expressions shall have the following meaning:



"Applicant"

means any firm, corporation, company or any other business wishing to apply for membership of the ECG.



"ECG"

means The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd's Environmental Consultancies Group.



"Company"

includes any partnership, firm, corporation or any other business group.



"Environmental

means the rendering of independent advice and



Consultancy"

assistance to the public or private sector concerning environmental issues.



"Members"

means any company admitted to the ECG which agrees to be bound by the terms hereof (being Members who shall not have ceased to be members under the terms hereof or under The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd's Terms and Conditions for Client Membership) and references to a "Member" shall be construed accordingly.



"Outgoing Member"
means any Member who ceases to be a Member of the ECG (or a Client Member of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd) for any reason.



"Qualifying Fields"
means all those fields of work which are set out in Schedule 1 hereof.



"Codes of Practice"
means those codes of practice adopted and developed by the ECG from time to time.



"Consulting"

means a full time, salaried member of staff employed

by the Applicant.

The Members shall be such companies as the Director of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd may agree to admit to full membership on being satisfied with the following requirements:


2.1
The Applicant shall:



2.1.1
Be in the public practice of Environmental Consultancy. An Applicant is not deemed to be in the public practice of Environmental Consultancy unless:



a)
more than 60% of the work undertaken by the Applicant, measured as a proportion of the total value of work undertaken in the previous year, is for a third party business and is not tied organisationally to a holding company, or a group of companies of which the Applicant is a member, or to a public body;



b)
it is financially self supporting as indicated by the level of fees charged by the Applicant for outside or untied work; and



c)
able to give unbiased professional advice to clients and to select, train and control its staff in accordance with the Codes of Practice in cases where the parent body of the Applicant is not in the public practice of Environmental Consultancy.


2.1.2
Hold appropriate professional indemnity cover, or give undertakings in this regard which, in the opinion of the Chairman of the ECG are acceptable.


2.1.3
Have established a good reputation in the market place and be capable of sustaining high quality service.


2.1.4
Undertake projects for clients which, in the opinion of the Chairman of the ECG, are of a significant number.


2.1.5
Undertake that on membership a senior member of staff will be responsible for liaison between the ECG and the Company and become personally involved in the activities of the ECG.


2.1.6
Have a clear cut separate identity preferably with its own accounting and legal identities. In the case of limited companies, the Applicant shall only operate under names known to the ECG.


2.1.7
With regard to employees:



2.1.7.1
at least 25% of the consulting employees must each have had at least three years' relevant experience;



2.1.7.2
all consulting employees to which clause 2.1.7.1 apply must hold degrees of recognised Universities of equivalent qualifications or full membership of established professional institutions approved by the ECG for this purpose;



2.1.7.3
the Applicant must satisfy the Chairman of the ECG that it has a documented and established programme of training courses for both new employees and existing employees; and



2.1.7.4
the Applicant must accept and adhere to the Codes of Practice.

3.
Notwithstanding the requirements for membership as set out in clause 2 hereof, the Director of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd may admit any Company to be a member whose nomination is supported by three full time members provided that the Applicant:


3.1
is registered in the United Kingdom as a body corporate;


3.2
is in the public practice of Environmental Consultancy (as defined in Clause 2 hereof);


3.3
is established and has a sound reputation in the market place; and


3.4
undertake a significant number of projects for clients recognised by the ECG in at least one of the Qualifying Fields.

4
Each member shall complete and return to the Director of The Environmental Industries Commission, annually (from the date of their application to join the ECG), the "Application for Continuation of Qualification" contained in this Application Form.

5
Each member shall resubmit in full this Application Form to The Director of the Environmental Industries Commission three years after the date of their initial application to join the EIC provided this is not earlier than the 01/01/2004 in which case the Form must be resubmitted by 01/01/2004. 

6.
The ECG shall publish a Member's Handbook that contains details of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd, the ECG, ECG Member's names and qualifying field(s). The Handbook will be made available without charge to non-members seeking information on the ECG and its members.

7.
Any Member failing to pay any subscription due to The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd within 28 days of the due date may have its name omitted from the subsequent edition of the ECG's Handbook.

8.
Any Member ceasing to carry on the business of an Environmental Consultancy in accordance with these Rules shall resign their Membership of the ECG forthwith.

9.
Any Member failing to comply with these rules may, on a vote of the Members of the ECG be expelled from membership of the ECG save that at the request of any Member so expelled no action shall be taken until the decision has been confirmed by the Director of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd.

10.
Any Member may at any time withdraw from the ECG by giving at least 7 days prior notice to the Director of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd. Membership of the ECG shall not be transferable and shall cease if a bankruptcy order is made in respect of the Member concerned or if a Member shall go into liquidation which shall for these purposes mean voluntary or compulsory liquidation or enter into any scheme or arrangement for amalgamation or reconstruction.

The Outgoing Member shall deliver forthwith to the Director of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd any subscription payments remaining unpaid, records and other documents in its possession relating to the ECG.

12.
The subscription payment for membership of the ECG will be reviewed from time to time by the Director of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd with advice from the Members of the ECG and from the Advisory Council.

These rules may be amended from time to time by the Director of The Environmental Industries Commission Ltd with advice from the Members of the ECG.

EIAs and production of EISs, whether part of a formal development licensing system or not.  Studies on the environmental significance of a proposal.  Strategic EIA

Incident Investigation & Remediation
Investigation and reports into incidents having environmental significance, and design of remediation measures.

3
Environmental Resource Management
General or specific studies designed to maintain a defined environmental resource

4
Environmental Auditing
Audits of sites and facilities with respect to environmental considerations including benchmarking, verification, due diligence, preacquisition and monitoring Environmental Management Systems.

5
Environmental Economics, and Policy.
Macro or micro economic studies with environmental overtones: fiscal measures for environmental control or improvement: environmental policy at industry, regional or governmental levels. 

6
Environmental Management
Development of Environmental Management Systems to a recognised standard (e.g. ISO14000, EMAS) or to achieve specific requirements.  

7
Environmental Planning & Design
Development planning, strategic planning of the built environment, landscape planning, design of developments and landscapes.

8
Water Quality
Assessment of quality of natural water bodies streaks including discharges, ecology, modelling and quality improvement.

9
Waste Management
All aspects of solid and liquid waste collection storage and disposal.  Waste management strategies and plans.  Design of landfills, incinerators, composting plants etc.  Waste operation plans and waste minimisation.

10
Contaminated Land
Risk assessment.  All stages of investigations including water and gas.  Design of remediation schemes.

11
Air Quality
Measurement of air contaminants, air quality management plans, remediation plans, air dispersion modelling. Emissions control

12
Industrial Hazard and Risk Assessment
General and specific risk assessments both qualitative and quantitative including Hazop, Hazan, Comah and equivalent.

13
Noise & Vibration
Environmental acoustics, engineering acoustics, noise and vibration nuisance assessment, and prevention, assessment of noise and vibration impacts of new developments

14
Marine Environmental Studies
Studies of the environmental conditions and impacts upon littoral and offshore marine environments.  Study of marine ecosystems.  Environmental effects of maritime economic activities and developments.

15
Pollution Control Technology
Assessment of discharges and design, installation and operation  of control equipment aimed to reduce releases.

16
Environmental Health
Assessment of environmental factors and their impact on human health, either direct or indirect.

17
Ecology
Services relating to surveys and studies of ecosystems.  Protection enhancement or remediation  of ecosystems.
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
