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Cleaner Air: The Role for Cleaner Fuels and Emission Control Technologies
The Environmental Industries Commission (EIC) today welcomed the National Society for Clean Air and Environmental Protection (NSCA) report, "Cleaner Air: the Role for Cleaner Fuels". EIC is campaigning for the Government to stimulate the widespread use of cleaner fuels, thereby promoting the uptake of transport pollution control technologies. 

John Murlis, the Vice Chairman of EIC’s Transport Working Group and Director of the Jackson Environment Institute, said that "the NSCA’s report on cleaner fuels is an important contribution to the debate about the measures which will be required if we are to meet air quality targets in the UK. The report shows how cleaner fuels would improve air quality directly by reducing road transport emissions. 

However, cleaner fuels have another benefit - new and more effective emissions control technology for vehicles is now available, but requires cleaner fuels. The NSCA report shows the benefits that the combination of cleaner fuels and improved emission control equipment would bring. We hope that the report will encourage a more forceful approach to the introduction of cleaners fuels throughout the United Kingdom - which can help exports of emission control technologies into the growing world markets for cleaner vehicles.”
EIC's Transport Group consists of representatives from companies and academia concerned with research, development and manufacture of vehicle and engine technologies and of pollution measurement and control technologies as well as air pollution testing and research facilities and consultancies. It will be involved in the Government's new "Cleaner Vehicles Task Force"'s Working Groups.
