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"Essential" Guide to the UK's Pollution Control Regulatory Regimes
The Environmental Industries Commission (EIC) has today published its "1999 Guide to the UK's Pollution Control Regimes, IPC, IPPC and LAPC". The Guide provides readers with an up-to-date picture of where the process of setting IPC, IPPC and LAPC emission standards currently stands (within The Environment Agency, European Commission and DETR).

Three main regulatory regimes cover industrial pollution control - Integrated Pollution Control (IPC) covering 2,000 factories, and Local (Authority) Air Pollution Control (LAPC), covering 12,500 factories, are the "flagships" of UK environmental regulation introduced by the 1990 Environmental Protection Act. In Autumn 1999 they will be complemented by Europe's new Integrated Pollution Prevention and Control (IPPC) Directive which will regulate 6,000 factories in the UK (and tens of thousands across Europe).

The IPC and LAPC standards (laid down in Guidance Notes) are now being revised by DETR and The Environment Agency. And the IPPC standards are now being formulated by the European Commission (laid down in BAT Reference Documents).

EIC's Guide comprehensively explains the IPC, IPPC and LAPC standard-setting procedures (and how to get involved) and details the procedural stages that each of the 45 IPC Guidance Notes, 32 BAT Reference Documents, and the 84 LAPC Guidance Notes has reached.

Adrian Wilkes, EIC's Director said "The IPC, IPPC and LAPC regulatory regimes set the emission standards for factories across the UK. It is essential that British companies are fully aware of their new environmental responsibilities. EIC's Guide provides British industry with early-warning intelligence and so enables them to plan investment effectively."
