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New Lobby Voice For The Recycling Industry Launched

Leading ‘green’ industry companies within The Environmental Industries Commission (EIC) have launched a new lobby group of recycling industry professionals to act as an independent voice for the recycling industry to influence future UK and EC legislation.  Its first major project is to lobby on the Government’s draft National Waste Strategy.

EIC’S ‘Waste Minimisation and Recycling Group’ will join an extensive range of EIC working groups representing the UK’s environmental technology and services industry.  The Group will promote the national and international competitiveness of UK companies providing the products and services that reduce the UK’s waste (to air, water and land) at source. It will also lobby for an increase in recycling by focussing on the development of new products and markets for re-manufactured waste.

Merlin Hyman, Deputy Director of The Environmental Industries Commission, said “the recycling industry is a growing new market and it is vital to support UK companies if we are to achieve the targets laid out in the government’s National Waste Strategy in the coming years. With the European market for waste management services expected to rise to some $32 billion by the year 2003 increased Government support for recycling will be good for business, the environment and the industry as a whole.”

EIC’s Waste Minimisation and Recycling Group will look to deliver the following key objectives:

· To lobby for all relevant legislation, standards, regulations and statutory guidance to support the reduction of waste of all kinds and to support the maximum recycling of materials

· To actively encourage the development of new markets for recycled waste, re-manufactured materials and new products

· To support and enhance the political and industrial awareness of the environment and cost benefits of waste minimisation and recycling
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· To identify barriers to growth facing suppliers of waste minimisation and recycling products and services











The Group’s first major project has been to produce a formal response to the DETR’s latest draft of its National Waste Strategy, ‘A Way With Waste’, and The Market Development Group Report.
