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Biotechnology  Brainstorm With Environmental Industry

The potential of biotechnology to produce innovative new environmental solutions was explored this week in a brainstorming event for environmental technology and services companies (ETS).  The event was organised by The Environmental Industries Commission (EIC) and the Government’s new biotechnology initiative, BIO-WISE.

The EIC/BIO-WISE supplier seminar gave ETS companies an early opportunity to get to grips with the new DTI programme and to influence future funding and support available through the project.  The event featured specialist speakers illustrating their personal experiences of how biotechnology can save money through reduced energy and waste treatment costs.

The EIC/BIO-WISE seminar focused on three key areas of development to benefit suppliers: Bio-rememdiation in action; Bio-sensors for process control; and BIO-WISE future activities. 

BIO-WISE initiatives so far have included grants for Demonstrator Projects; a free help-line; and case studies of the use of biotechnology.
