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New Lobby Voice For Pollution Monitoring Companies

Leading environmental monitoring companies within The Environmental Industries Commission (EIC) have launched a new lobby group to act as an independent voice for the sector in order to influence future UK and EC legislation.  The Group’s first action will be to respond to new European standards on environmental monitoring.

EIC’S ‘Environmental Monitoring Group’ will join a growing range of EIC working groups representing the UK’s environmental technology and services industry.  The Group will concentrate its lobbying on the future of the Environment Agency’s MCERTS certification scheme (in particular to support the European harmonisation of standards) and on the implementation of the new EU Integrated Pollution Prevention and Control Directive (IPPC). 

Merlin Hyman, Deputy Director of The Environmental Industries Commission, said, “environmental monitoring is a vital part of the environmental industry.  It is also a growing sector worldwide; the European air pollution monitoring equipment market alone is predicted to be worth $300 million by 2005.

“However there are several key legislative and quality assurance developments, that the industry needs to influence to ensure it continues to thrive.  EIC’s Environmental Monitoring Working Group will give this sector the strong voice with Government it needs”.

The Group’s Members include companies such as ABB Instrumentation, Goyen Controls, Casella, Air Testing and Support Ltd, and Milieutech plc.
