An essential seminar on the Government’s proposed new remediation permit, and the broader issues of licensing land clean up, is being held by EIC at the International Clean-up Exhibition1. The seminar follows the release of the Government-backed Remediation Permit Taskforce’s report, ‘The Remediation Permit - Towards a Single Regeneration Licence’, which recommends the current licensing regime should be replaced with a Remediation Permit, which would dramatically streamline the rules for cleaning-up contaminated land - providing better protection for the environment and cutting clean-up costs. EIC is lobbying DEFRA to implement the report’s recommendations as soon as possible.
The event takes place from 3 - 5 pm , 9 April at the Conference Theatre at International Clean Up, (this year co-located with the ET2003 exhibition at the NEC).

EIC is also organising, jointly with Faversham House Group, a VIP Reception for its Members, with a key Government official, at 5.00pm on 9 April, at ET 2003 and International Clean Up. 

Furthermore EIC will have a stand at ET2003 where companies can get details of EIC’s work as the voice for the UK environmental technology and services sector. As Sir John Harman, Chairman of the Environment Agency, recently said: “EIC plays a extremely important role putting forward a forward looking approach on the environment - it is one of the most effective lobby groups in the country and is listened to by everyone in power.”
In particular companies can visit EIC’s stand to understand how they can benefit from EIC’s successful campaign to get the Government to introduce tax incentives for companies investing in environmental technologies - the ‘Green Technology Challenge’ tax incentive. The incentive is shortly to be extended to the water quality and water-use minimisation fields and it is essential all companies providing technologies in this area understand how to get a tax break for their technologies.
