"Essential" Guide to the UK's Pollution Control Regulatory Regimes
The Environmental Industries Commission (EIC) has today published its "2004 Guide to the UK's Pollution Control Regimes for England and Wales, IPPC, LAPPC, and IPC". The Guide provides readers with an up-to-date picture of where the process of setting IPPC, LAPPC and IPC emission standards currently stands (within Defra, the Environment Agency and the European Commission).

Three main regulatory regimes cover industrial pollution control - Integrated Pollution Prevention and Control (IPPC) covering 6,000 industrial installations, is the “flagship” of UK environmental regulation, while LAPPC, covering 17,500 smaller processes, is the main guard.  IPC still controls those installations that have not yet gone through the application process for IPPC.

The IPPC standards are set by the European Commission IPPC Bureau in Seville.  These are then used by the Environment Agency to develop domestic IPPC guidance notes.  The Environment Agency also updates Process Guidance Notes for LAPPC on behalf of Defra.

EIC's Guide comprehensively explains the IPPC, LAPPC and IPC standard-setting procedures (and how to get involved) and details the procedural stages that each of the 33 BREF Notes, 33 IPPC Guidance Notes, and 83 LAPPC Process Guidance Notes has reached, as well as the status of the remaining IPC Process Guidance Notes.

Merlin Hyman, EIC's Director, said "The IPPC and LAPPC regulatory regimes set the environmental standards for factories across the UK. EIC’s Guide sets out how to influence these standards and provides early warning intelligence to enable industry to plan investment effectively."
