The Environmental Industries Commission is holding a high-level Conference to discuss the policy framework of the Renewable Transport Fuels Obligation (RTFO) and its commercial implications for the UK Biofuels industry. The Conference will hear from Dr Stephen Ladyman MP, Transport Minister, Peter Ainsworth MP, Shadow Secretary of State for the Environment, Paul Hodson, from DG Transport and Enterprise, European Commission and leading policy-makers and biofuel entrepreneurs on:

· The policy framework in Europe and the UK for supporting transport biofuels

· The details of the RTFO mechanism and how it will work

· The impact of the RTFO on carbon emissions and sustainability

· The future of global supply and demand for biofuels
