The Environmental Industries Commission is holding a high-level Conference to discuss the practical and commercial implications of the Renewable Transport Fuels Obligation (RTFO). The Conference will bring together top Government policy-makers and industry leaders to provide a thorough understanding of the practical implications of the RTFO as it enters its final consultation period.

The Renewable Transport Fuels Obligation – a legal requirement on suppliers to ensure 5 per cent of all UK fuel comes from a renewable source by 2010 – comes into force in April 2008 and its announcement has already shifted the biofuels industry into a higher gear. However, it is the finer detail of the RTFO that will be vital to its practical implications. What will fuel suppliers and biofuel companies actually have to do come 1 April 2008? 
The answers to these questions lie in the specific detail of the RTFO. EIC’s Conference will, therefore, bring together the key players in Government and industry to discuss the practicalities of making the RTFO work and the future trends in policy.
The Conference will hear from Dr Stephen Ladyman MP, Transport Minister, Chris Grayling, Shadow Secretary of State for Transport, Sarah Lambert, Deputy Head of UK Representation at the European Commission, Malcolm Fendick, Head of the Cleaner Fuels and Vehicles Division at the Department for Transport, and leading policy-makers and biofuel entrepreneurs on:

· The policy framework in Europe and the UK for supporting transport biofuels
· The details of the RTFO mechanism and how it will work
· The impact of the RTFO on carbon emissions and sustainability
· The long terms policy and commercial trends for biofuels
