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Code of Practice for the Definition of Waste Welcome

Commenting on the publication of the new Definition of Waste: Development Industry Code of Practice, Merlin Hyman, Environmental Industries Commission (EIC) Director, said:

“EIC Members welcome the new Code of Practice as a significant step forward in improving regulation of land remediation. This will help brownfield development and regeneration as well as reducing waste sent to landfill by encouraging alternative treatments.

“EIC has been pressing hard for an approach to regulating land remediation which encourages reuse of soils and has worked closely with CL:AIRE and the Environment Agency to develop the Code. 

“However, the first draft does not tackle the problems preventing Soil Treatment Centres being set up or direct transfer of clean up soils from one site to another, which could cut waste by providing an alternative to landfill. We welcome the Environment Agency commitment to progressing these issues and EIC will continue to call for rapid progress to enable these sustainable approaches to contaminated land to be implemented.”
