The Environmental Industries Commission is holding the national Scottish Land Remediation Conference, bringing together industry leaders and leading Government experts to provide advance warning market intelligence and definitive current legislative status reports for all those involved in brownfield development in Scotland.
Regeneration of land left polluted by the legacy of Scotland’s industrial past is widely accepted as a key priority; but those working to clean up brownfield sites face a complex regulatory regime to navigate – and that regime is changing rapidly. This conference will provide a forum for everyone involved in land contamination in Scotland to understand the impacts of these changes on their business strategies, and to debate the challenges ahead.
