EIC Land Remediation Yearbook Launches Major Industry Survey 

The Environmental Industries Commission’s Land Remediation Yearbook today launched a major survey of the UK’s land remediation sector and the success of Government policies to promote sustainable approaches to contaminated land. 

Commentating on the launch, EIC Chairman Adrian Wilkes said: 

“Land assessment and remediation is key to building new housing on brownfield sites, regenerating derelict areas and the success of major projects such as the Olympics. EIC’s Land Remediation Yearbook is launching this major survey to provide up to date information on the state of the land remediation market, the barriers and drivers to growth and how our industry rates Government support.
“This is an important opportunity to highlight the challenges faced by the land remediation sector and to set the agenda for the industry’s key publication – the EIC Land Remediation Yearbook - I urge everyone involved in the industry to take a few minutes to respond.”

Questions in the survey include:

· What do you see as the most important barrier to brownfield remediation?

· What will be the main factor driving future sales growth?
· Which legislative improvement would make the biggest difference to land remediation?
· What percentage of project costs and time do you think improving the legislative regime as a whole would save an average remediation project?
· Are the UK Government, Environment Agency and Local Authorities doing enough to support sustainable approaches to contaminated land?
The results of the survey will be published at the EIC’s National Brownfield Development Conference “Policy, Practice and Profits” on 23 October which will be addressed by Jonathan Shaw MP, Minister for Local Environmental Quality, Grant Shapps MP, Shadow Housing Minister and Sir Bob Kerslake, Chief Executive of the Homes and Communities Agency.
