Select Committee MPs Back EIC Recommendations  

Commenting on the launch of the Environmental Audit Committee’s report ‘Green Jobs and Skills’, Danny Stevens, Policy Director of The Environmental Industries Commission (EIC) [1] said:

“The Environmental Audit Committee is right to conclude that the Government is not doing enough to support the UK’s domestic environmental industry. It is welcome that Committee endorses the recommendations EIC made in its recent Green Jobs Growth Strategy, in particular the need to provide industry with a clear and stable long-term policy framework to guide them through the transition to a low-carbon, resource efficient economy and the need for an ambitious green stimulus to support the development of a world leading UK environmental industry.

“If the Government fails to take heed of this advice it will become increasingly likely that the UK will have to make the transition to a low carbon, resource efficient economy using technologies supplied from abroad. This would be disastrous for our international competitiveness as it means surrendering more and more of the $3 trillion (and growing) worldwide environmental market place to countries like Germany, the USA, Japan and Korea, who are fast becoming the leading providers of the cutting edge technologies essential for tackling the huge range of environmental challenges we face. To compete, the Government must urgently adopt an ambitious Environmental Industry Strategy setting out how it will promote and assist the whole of the UK environmental technology and services sector.”
